become involved

It was the winter of 1953/54.
| was straight out of
Guildford art school and
aspiring to be a theatre
designer. | had my first taste
of this in a scenic workshop
situated several stories high
in an old railway warehouse,
overlooking Lord’s cricket
ground. The workshop was
reached by rickety, scary
ramps once used by mules in
the old railway yards. It was
the smell that was most
evident as | approached — raw
canvas, wood shavings and a
hot sticky glue that
permanently brewed on an old
gas ring. | quickly learned to
mix the paints for the scenery
and make wooden pegs for the
canvas frames of the sets — no
nails were used in those days!
The paints sat in a colourful
array of re-used cans and jars
around the huge wood-burning
stove in the centre of the
workshop, fed with off cuts of
scenery.

Much of the canvas was
re-used also, mostly on new
scenery, but some was set

aside for archery targets.
This was my first painting
job, marking out the circles
with a huge wooden compass and
carefully filling in the gold,
red, blue and black. The gold
was a powder mixed with a
mystery liquid called Button
Polish — another new smell,
that of linseed oil. Button
Polish was purchased from a
small Dickensian shop in a
nearby back street, and it
made the gold target centres
gleam. | would make the
targets in two sizes in
batches of five or six, then
tie them into neat rolls ready
for delivery to Lillywhites,
the sports shop in Piccadilly.
Despite the
weight of the canvas rolls |
really enjoyed the journey.
Down the rickety ramps and
across the railway yards out
into the scurrying world of
pedestrians and public
transport (not many private
cars then). Into Baker Street
and down into the white-tiled
Underground on noisy rattling
wooden escalators and into the

brass screw and the elastic
finger-holder in my tab

tabs at Archery Line in

Redruth (01209 213424) | chose
a Soma Neonine (BJD). It has a

thicker plastic spacer which
sits between the first and
second finger, and a leather
finger-  holder which is kept in
place by a locking mechanism
so it can't slip hrough the

slit. You can adjust the

height of the chin rest. The
