Why a Rose? In 1844 the first Grand
National Meeting was held at York.
The round shot at that meeting was
called a York round and has
remained at 72 arrows at 100 yds, 48
at 80 yds and 24 at 60 yds ever since.
The White Rose is the emblem of
Yorkshire.
